Gébogan Making Workshop

Introduction

Gebogan, also called paje

an, is a tall, tiered offering made from fruits, tradicional cakes (jajan), and flowers, arranged on a round wooden tray
(dulang) and stacked upward into a conical form. It symbolizes gratitude, prosperity, and devotion, while its towering shape represents Mount

Meru, the cosmic axis in Hindu cosmology.

Gebogan plays a central role in temple ceremonies and festivals. It is a visual expression of yadnya (sacrifice) and bhakri (devotion), offered to
Ida Sang Hyang Widhi Wasa (God).

As part of these rituals, women dressed in traditional Balinese attire carry gebogan on their heads in temple processions. During larger
ceremonies, parades of women walk together toward the main temple in their area, creating a striking display of collective devotion and

community spirit.

How to Make Gebogan

On this foundation, layers of fruits such as bananas,

A gebogan begins with a base,

oranges, apples, and pears are stacked tightly, interspersed with traditional cakes and flowers. The arrangement rises upward into a conical

form. At the peak, a small offering (canang sari) and decorative coconut leaves (sampyan) crown the structure.

Crafting a gebogan requires balance, symmetry, and neatness, qualities that reflect both artisery and reverence.

Ceremonies Requiring Gebogan
Gebogan plays a vital role in major religious events such as odalan (temple anniversaries), piodalan (temple festivals), Galungan, and Kuningan.

It is also central to mapeed processions, where women dressed in traditional Balinese attire carry gebogan on their heads to the temple. In larger

ceremonies, parades of women walk together toward the main temple in their area, creating a seriking display of devotion and communicy

spirit.

Who Makes Gebogan?

Traditionally, each family prepares one gebogan for the ceremony. Women—often mothers and daughters—are responsible for

sembling and

carrying it, symbolizing grace, strength, and devotion. While each houschold contributes individually, the collective display of gebogan reflects

unity and shared faich within the community.

Introduction

The Penjor Making Workshop invites teenagers and adules (minimum age 15 years) to immerse themselves in one of Bali’s most iconic

eraditions. A penjor is a tall bamboo pole, gracefully e nved and acorned 6, and flowers. Raised in front of

homes and temples during Galungan and other ceremonies, the penjor is more than decoration. It is a living symbol of devotion, prosperity, and
harmony.

The penjor embodies the essence of Balinese Hindu philosophy. Its curved bamboo represents Mount Agung, the sacred mountain that

connects humans with the divine. The decorations, including rice, fruits, and cakes, express gratitude for abundance and fertility. The flowing
coconut leaves symbolize life’s continuity, while the overall scructure reflects Tri Hita Karana, the principle of harmony berween humans,
nature, and the spiricual world.

This philosophy is expressed through three dimensions of balance:

Parahyangan (Harmony with the Divine): The penjor is an offering to God, symbolizing Mount Agung as the sacred link berween humans

and the divine. Its decorations are gifts of gratitude for blessings received.

Pawongan (Harmony among People): Making and raising a penjor is a communal activity. Families, neighbors, and villages work together,

reinforcing social bonds and cooperation.

Palemahan (Harmony with Nature): The penjor is built entirely from natural materials: bamboo, coconut leaves, ric

and fruits, showing
respect for and reliance on nature’s abundance.

During Galungan, penjor line the streets of Bali, creating a breathtaking display of devotion and community spirit. They remind everyone of

the victory of dharma (good) over adharma (evil), while also embodying the three harmonies of Tri Hita Karana. In essence, the penjor is not
just decoration. It is a living philosophy, a visual reminder to balance spiritual life, social life, and environmental care. By learning to craft a

penjor, participants not only gain practical ski
